THE GENESEO CAMPGROUNDS: (SHORT WAY), TAKE I-80 TO EXIT 19 (RT. 82) NORTH ABOUT 4
MILES, THROUGH THE TOWN AND JUST OVER THE CANAL, ENTRANCE TO RIGHT. (THERE ARE BLUE
SIGNS TO FOLLOW TO THE CAMPGROUNDS).  DO NOT USE YOUR G.P.S. THEY SAY IT WON’T GET
YOU THERE. THE DRIVE WILL TAKE APPROX. 2 1/2 TO 3 HOURS.

SCENIC ROUTE: IF YOU LEAVE EARLY THERE’S A SCENIC ROUTE TOLD TO Me: TAKE RTE. 64
(WHICH IS NORTH AVE) AND GO WEST TO RTE. 78; GO SOUTH ON RTE. 78.  GO TO RTE. 93 – WEST.
GO WEST TO RTE. 82; GO SOUTH ON RTE. 82 ABOUT 2 MILES TO THE CAMPGROUNDS ENTRANCE ON
YOUR LEFT. THIS TAKES A LITTLE LONGER, BUT THEN YOU CAN SEE THE COUNTRYSIDE AND GO
THROUGH THE SMALL TOWNS LIKE THE OLD DAYS.
